Students who were recommended for English 60A were then matched with the NOR Fall 2006 Factbook to see how many enrolled.  Of the 989 students, 507 (51.3%) enrolled in Fall 2006 at the NOR campus.  Of these students, 388 (76.5%) were recommended into English 60A and 119 (23.5%) were recommended into English60A along with the recommendation to take the PTESL.  Table 2 shows the number of students who enrolled in Fall 2006 who were recommended for either 60A or 60A and the PTESL along with their first generation status.
